*What you need to bring for Boarding and or Training*

1. Vaccination Records including Rabies, distemper, parvovirus, and bordatella (kennel cough)

2.  Please make certain your dog is free of internal and external parasites.  Infested dogs will receive a flea/tick treatment at the owner's expense. Our house is located in a heavily wooded area so you will definitely want you dog on frontline plus or advantix flea and tick control.
3.  Food. We like the dogs to eat the food they are used to having so please bring a bag of their own dog food that will last for the length of their stay.
4.  Washable Bedding is required. You may bring treats and washable toys. Beware when a dog is left in a new environment their anxiety level can rise causing them to do things they would not normally do at home,  such as tear up their bedding at night. This does not happen very often but I advise you to use caution in what you choose to leave. Most people bring a dog bed or an old comforter or something like that. Just make sure it is something you don’t mind getting torn up. 
NOTE: Although we will make every effort to maintain control over them, any personal items left at the facility, such as toys, bones or blankets may be chewed, destroyed or soiled to the point that we discard the item.  Please do not leave items that you absolutely expect to have returned.

5. Training Clients ONLY 50% of the training fee is due at drop off and the remainder is due in full at pick-up time. Cash or Check Only. Make checks out to Kristin Deason.
6. Please not that the cost of boarding is $29 a day. That starts from the time of drop off and starts over at 9:00 the next day. Any dog not picked up before 9:00 will be charged for that full day of boarding. Make checks out to Kristin Deason
